Little Friends Program 2007-2008
Application for Registration and Contract

Currently placing children 18months-4 years

General Information
The Little Friends program brings the insights and experience of Waldorf education to the very young child. Children are 
cared for in a mixed-age, family style model that incorporates healthy sensory development, continuity of care, development 
of the mind and body, domestic nurturing, creative arts and the development of social interactions. The rooms are beautiful, 
comfortable and secure. Daily activities will focus on household chores such as washing, handwork and baking, imaginative 
play and artistic activities such as crayoning, singing and storytelling. Outside play, rest times, regular meal and snack time 
are incorporated into the daily rhythm.

Admission
Upon receipt of a completed application and payment of the $50 application fee, and provided space is available for the 
child to participate, families new to the Little Friends program will be contacted by the Director of Little Friends to 
arrange an admissions meeting to complete the required paperwork and receive additional information. If space is not 
available, or the child is not of age to participate in the Program, the family will be placed on a waiting list and contacted 
when space becomes available. A child is not considered officially enrolled and may not participate in the program until 
the proper paperwork has been completed and the application fee paid.  A deposit of $200 and payment for the first 
month's care  is also required for official enrollment.  If a child is scheduled to enter the Little Friends Program after the 
beginning of the month, payment will be calculated for the balance of the month, and must be paid together with the 
$200 deposit prior to enrollment.  The $200 deposit is returned to the parent upon the child's leaving the program if the 
proper amount of notice is given that the child is leaving and the balance of the account is paid in full.  Contract 
changes, including termination of the contract, must be made on or before the 8th of the month prior to the month 
in which the change will go into effect.  

Program Sessions
Below are the schedule options. This year-round program provides a choice of half day, school day and full day care 
during the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. daily.  There is a minimum of 2 days of care per week.  Space is limited and 
will be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis. Additionally, you may enroll your child for occasional use of the 
program if there is space available. Registration for occasional use/drop-in care requires 48 hours notice and should be 
scheduled through the lead teacher in each classroom and paid for on the day(s) used.  Use of the program during the 
summer, non-school months is not required, however, a $400 holding fee is required to hold your child's space during the 
summer.  If this fee is not paid, the space will be given to the next child on the waiting list.

Program Fees for ages 18 months to 4 years 

Half day 8:00 a.m. – 12:00 p.m.  $ 26 per day
School day 8:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.  $ 35 per day
Full day 8:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m.  $ 40 per day
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Payment Schedule
Billing is handled by an independent processing center called ECSI.  The billing statement is sent by ECSI on the 15th of each 
month billing ahead for use of the program in the upcoming month.  Payment is due on the 1st of the month after the bill is 
received.  You may use ECSI's website to make an on-line payment or send the payment in the mail with enough time for the 
payment to reach the processing center on time.  If payment is not received before the end of the day on the 15th of the month, 
it is considered late and a $25 late fee will be assessed.  If payment is not made by the 15th of the month in which the 
payment is due, the student will not be allowed to participate in the Little Friends Program until all past due amounts are paid. 
If payment is not made by the end of the month in which the payment is due, the child is withdrawn from the program and 
his/her space is given to the next child on the waiting list.    

Billing is based on a 20 work-day, 4-week month.  Even though some months will have fewer than 4 each of the days of the 
week, some months will have more than 4 of any given day of the week.  Your billing amount will stay the same each month 
unless your contract changes.  Contract changes, including termination of the contract, must be made in writing on or 
before the 8th of the month to the lead teacher of your child's class prior to the month in which the change will go into 
effect.   If you wish to increase care, thus changing the contract, and do not give sufficient notice, you may use the Program 
additionally on an Occasional Use basis until the contract goes into effect.  If you wish to change your contract by 
decreasing use of the program, and do not give sufficient notice, you must pay for the original amount of care 
contracted through to the end of the following month when the contract change can go into effect.
